Public debate

Objectives: by the end of the lesson:

e students will develop their confidence in public speaking by giving them
exposure to debates, discussion and extempore speech,

e students can find arguments to prove their points of view and find points to
kick down their opponents’ arguments,

e using special strategies they can express themselves clearly and logically in
public contexts,

e students will broaden their outlook, bring up in them mutual respect,
positive, respectful and tolerant attitude to other way of thinking.

I. Warming-up

T. - Good morning, students! Today we will have an interesting experience how to
hold public debate. I think it will be useful for everybody.

T. - How do you usually spend your summer holidays?

S1. — My family and | prefer travelling around Europe by car. We visit different
European countries, go sightseeing, take lots of photos and videos, try local food,
meet interesting people and we also practice foreign languages. It’s exciting and
useful.

S2. - We prefer going to the seaside because | like swimming and doing water
sports.

T. - Where do you usually go?

S2. — We often go to Zatoka — a resort not far from Odessa. And we sometimes
have a rest in Egypt because the Red Sea is rich in marine life and my father and |
like snorkelling.

T. - Who else prefers having a rest at the seaside?

S3. - My family likes. We go to Crimea every year because my grandparents live

there.



S4. - We usually spend our holidays in Turkey.
T.- Well. Most of us prefer having a rest at the seaside because we can not only
have a good time there but we also have a possibility to improve our health.

Now look at the pictures and read about small town which is called “Coral Bay”.

Coral Bay is a small fishing town which lies within an area of outstanding natural
beauty. There is a wildlife park on the hills near the town with 7 km of trails that
runs through the forest with a breathtaking view of the coastal line on one side.
There are harmless deer, elks, hares, but there are also dangerous wolves, boars
and bobcats. Marine life is also rich the bay because there is a small coral reef
there. Despite the rich wildlife, tourists do not go to the town due to the lack of
road and transport infrastructure.

The population of Coral Bay is 12 000 people. Most of them work in the fishing
industry which is no longer successful. Because of the coral reef, industrial fishing
has been prohibited in the bay recently. Many young people have left the area to
look for work in the big cities.

Rich oil deposit has been discovered under the sea near Coral Bay and there are

plans to build a big refinery.

T. — What holiday activities would you like to do in Coral Bay?




S2. - I’d like to go snorkelling and scuba diving in the Bay.

S1. - I'd prefer to swim, to go windsurfing and sailing.

S3. - I"d love to go hiking or cycling in the park and admire picturesque scenery.
S4. - Fishing is my favourite holiday activity so I’d go fishing. Only industrial
fishing is prohibited in the bay. As marine life is rich there I think fishing would be
thrilling.

S5. - I"d like to take photos and videos in the park.

T.—Well. Coral Bay could be a good seaside resort. But what would you do if you
got to know that a Chemical plant or an oil refinery was being built near your
favourite resort?

S2.- We would find another place for rest.

S2. — We would never go there anymore. We’d choose another resort.
Introduction of the topic and the objectives of the lesson.

T. — Let’s summarise. On the one hand, Coral Bay can get the possibility to
develop oil and related industries, road and transport infrastructure, to create jobs
and on the other hand, the development of industry will definitely pollute the
environment and ruin rich wildlife. So you have to consider two opposite points of
view, decide which of them you support, prepare your speech and take part in
public debate.

e Try to kick down your opponents’ arguments,
e Offer alternatives (It would be better if we.., If I were you..., You would
better, the best thing is to),
e Summarize your speech (In conclusion, to sum up, finally, as a result)

A debate moderator (DM) — Good evening, ladies and gentlemen. We start our
public debates. Our town community has to decide if we allow oil refinery
construction in our town. As many people want to make a speech, we have to fix a
time-limit: 2-3 minutes for the speech. The first speaker is a representative of the
oil company (OIR).

OIR. — Good evening, ladies and gentlemen. From my point of view, the oil
refinery construction gives your town great prospects for its development. The
construction is usually begun with the construction of roads. We also are going to
build an up-to-day seaport, which will be useful for the development fishing
industry. What is more, oil refinery is going to create more than thousand high-
paid jobs. Another point worth mentioning is that our company will also pay high
taxes into the town Treasury. The money you will get gives a great impetus to both
the development of local business and the development of the town as a whole.

In conclusion, | would like to assure you that we will construct an advanced plant
with high-tech machines and equipment including up-to-day purification
equipment. The new oil refinery will be constructed in accordance with the
advanced technologies of the 21 century.

DM. — Our next speaker is a representative of Green Peace Organization.

Green Peace Representative. — Good evening, dear citizens and guests of Coral
Bay. It was a really promising speech. The representative of the oil company
promised to use of advanced equipment but advanced equipment of an old
technology. In my opinion, the use of fossil fuel is the old technology — the
technology of the previous century. The technology of the 21 century is the use of
natural sources of energy, for instance, the energy of wind, sun, the energy of ebb
and flow. And you are able to use them all completely. The use of them will create
the jobs you need. Furthermore, you have all opportunities to develop tourist
industry. It could also create lots of new jobs. Coral Bay is a unique place. It is
necessary to save it for ourselves and for future generations. In the end, I urge
everybody to participate in the company organized by Green Peace activists “Save

Coral Bay”. Our first march of protest starts from the central square of Coral Bay



tomorrow at 10 am. We don’t give them to ruin Coral Bay! We don’t give them to
kill the Earth only working together!

DM. — The next who will make a speech is a representative of our small business,
our local shopkeeper.

Local shopkeeper. — I am totally for the plan to build the oil refinery! Our previous
speaker outlined a very attractive plan. But to make this plan a reality we need to
become wizards! Nobody will give us money to put this plan into practice. Our
business is not as successful as it was before. Middle-aged and elderly people are
trying to save money. Young people who live there don’t have money because they
don’t have work. And most of our young people have already left for big cities and
spend their money there. Fortunately, nowadays we have serious determined
people and they offer the real plan. What is more, these people have real money.
To sum up, we call you to support the real plan! It will make our life better right
now!

DM. — Thank you for your opinions. The next speaker is a tourist who is having a
rest in Coral Bay at the moment.

Tourist. — I am visiting your nice town for the second time. This time | have
invited my friends to go there with me. We are all greatly impressed by our active
vacations. For this reason we are against the plan. It will destroy the beautiful
nature and rich wildlife. Coral Bay is a real earthly paradise for water sports lovers
such as sailing, windsurfing, snorkelling, scuba giving. Marine life of Coral Bay is
“an underwater heaven” with its stunning coral reef, amazing colorful fish,
jellyfish, cute octopuses, graceful skates and other incredible sea creatures. Wow,
I’ve forgotten about dolphins! They are so friendly! As they accompany us every
time we dive and follow us when we go sailing or fishing, it seems to us that we
can recognize them. So we gave them all their names. To cut the long story short,
if 1 were you, | would advertise your amazing town better. I am sure tourism will
bring you money and jobs you need.

DM. — We are very glad that you highly appreciate our native town. We love it

very much. The next speaker is our citizen who cannot find a job for a long time.



An unemployed person. - Good evening. Diving, sailing, fishing ... It sounds
attractive when you have money. Unfortunately, lots of us citizens of Coral Bay
can’t afford to rent the equipment because we don’t have jobs. As for me, | cannot
go to a big city because | have a family and children and we cannot afford to rent a
flat there. So | am for the plan! I think it is more important to create jobs. | am an
electrician so I hope I’ll be able to find a high-paid job at the oil refinery. And
other people who live in Coral Bay could find jobs and live better.

DM. — Thank you. | hope we will. Now we invite the owner of a fishing boat.

The owner of a fishing boat. - What are we arguing about? Our ancestors, our
grandads, dads were fishing all their life. Do you want to put the end to our
families’ business? Your optimistic plan will be a disaster for the local area. It will
be terrible for fishing industry. So | am totally against the plan. Oil refinery will
pollute the sea and the air. We won’t be able to fish, swim and even breathe. It
will be not only the end of fishing industry but the end of our life in the area. We
have big plans to restore fishing industry. Firstly, we need speed boats to sail to the
high sea. Secondly, we have plans to set up marine oysters and shrimps farms in
the bay. It is a very profitable business. Industrial fishing is prohibited in the bay
but it is not prohibited to grow fish. But to put our plans into practice we need
start-up capital. For this reason, we support the idea to advertise Coral Bay as a
seaside resort, as a paradise for active holidays such as sailing and fishing. Tourism
will bring us money we need to restore the fishing industry, to create new jobs and
won’t ruin the marine life in the Bay. In short, fishermen are against oil refinery,
but we are for the plan to develop tourism and fishing industries.

DM. — Thank you. I think it is a great idea to grow oysters and shrimps in the Bay.
| love both of them. And tourists love. The prices are very high at the restaurants of
big cities. The next who will make a speech is the owner of a gas station.

The owner of a gas station. — Good evening, ladies and gentlemen, good evening
our dear customers and guests. We live in the 21 century. All of us either drive cars
or use public transport. All kinds of transports need fuel. We are offered to develop

our road infrastructure and to build the oil refinery. It means petrol will be cheaper



for us because we won’t need to pay for its transportation. Other kinds of industries
will be developed as well. They will create thousands of jobs. If people have jobs
they won’t leave for big cities. They will stay in Coral Bay and will have children.
Children are our future. For this reason, | think we have to support the plan. If we
support the plan, we support our future.

DM. Thank you. The next speaker is our guest. He is a wildlife cameraman.
Wildlife cameraman. — My job is to film wildlife all over the world so | have been
to many interesting places. | have visited lots of natural reserves and wildlife parks.
And | can say that your park is one of the best. Firstly, there are lots species of
animals, birds, snakes, lizards there. Secondly, as you are walking in the park you
can admire a breathtaking view of your turquoise transparent sea and beautiful
Coral Bay. | have taken thousands of stunning photos. Finally, your park is really
wild because there are no crowds of tourists. In my opinion, the best thing is to
develop tourist and fishing industries in your town. You could organize safari in
the park. It will spoil the charm of the park but it could bring money and jobs you
need. Summarizing, | want to say that oil refinery building in the area of Coral Bay
will be a crime. Our future generations won’t forgive you. By the way, I have
taken hundred thousands of photos and hundreds of hours of videos. I think | could
make a film for advertising.

DM. — Thank you very much. The last who will make a speech will be The Mayor
of Coral Bay.

The Mayor.- | have been listening to your speeches attentively. You have put
forward hundreds of arguments for and against the plan. Everybody of you have
the right points of view. It seemed to me that arguments against the plan were more
convincing. But | cannot choose the future of the town only according to my point
of view. It is too responsible. Therefore, my assistant and | have consulted and
decided to organize a referendum. All our community has to choose the future of
Coral Bay.

DM. — Our public debates are announced to be closed. Thank you very much for

your participation. It was nice meeting and listening to you.



1. Summing up

T. — We have finished our public debates. Thank you for your work. In my
opinion, the group that was against the plan to build the oil refinery was
convincing. They have put forward more arguments against the plan. Thank you,
the third group. They have found the wise decision how to solve the problem and
finish our debate.
